- To reduce the risk of fire, electrical shock, or
personal injury, mount fan directly from building
structure and/or an outlet box marked acceptable for
fan support of 70 Ibs (31.8 kg) and use the mounting
screws provided with the outlet box.

- To avoid possible electrical shock, before installing
or servicing your fan, disconnect the power by turning
off the circuit breakers to the outlet box and associated
wall switch location. If you cannot lock the circuit
breakers in the off position, securely fasten a prominent
warning device, such as a tag, to the service panel.

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Screw two (2) housing assembly screws
from the = hardware bag halfway into
the motor housing. It does not matter
which two screw holes you choose.

Feed the wire plug through the center
hole of the upper switch housing, then
wrap keyhole slots around the screws and
twist counterclockwise.
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® Insert the third screw, found in
the = hardware bag, into place and then
tighten all three (3) screws.

Make sure the upper switch housing is securely
attached to the mounting plate. Failure to properly
secure all 3 assembly screws could result in the switch
housing fixture falling.
