Strip the 
fan lead wires 1/2 inch. Place remaining excess wire into the ceiling 
electrical box. The bracket and fan must remain properly grounded.

If the fan is installed on an angled ceiling and you need assistance with 
installation, please call 1-888-830-1326.

For low profile fans, secure the receiver 
to the ceiling bracket with a cable tie.

To avoid possible electrical shock, before installing or servicing your fan, 
disconnect the power by turning off the circuit breakers to the outlet box 
and associated wall switch location. If you cannot lock the circuit breakers 
in the off position, securely fasten a prominent warning device, such as a 
tag, to the service panel.
